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Travel Team Guideline

PLAYER MOVEMENT

1.

All players wanting to play on a travel team must tryout for the Rep team as stated in Travel
Team Tryout Procedure

Any player movement after November 1st will require permission from a panel as appointed
by the President or Vice President.

As stated in the AP Guidelines, no affiliated player may be used or assigned without the prior
consent from the team management with whom the player is registered.

Travel Team management wishing to use an affiliated player for games must contact the Players Head
Coach or his designate for permission. The Players Head Coach will then actively seek out an affiliated
player to fill the positions required and to instruct the players as to the location and time. If the Players
Coaching staff cannot be reached, then consent to use a player must come from the Travel Director
or VP of Hockey Operations.

DRESS CODE
1. Allteams representing M.T.M.H.A. including all “Rep”, “A/E”, Roster Select teams must adhere
to the MTMHA dress code.
2. This dress code shall apply to all Head Coaches, Assistant Coaches, Trainers, Managers, and
Players.
3. Those listed in #2 above shall wear a shirt and tie, mock turtleneck, or a shirt with a collar.

Pants may be dress pants, casual pants or Mooretown Wind Suites but no jeans, track pants,
shorts, or jogging pants. This applies to all home, away and tournament games.

TOURNAMENTS

Travel teams will be allowed to enter a maximum of two (3) out of center tournaments per season. For

entry into any further tournaments in a season, they must receive written approval from the MTMHA.
